Village Survey 

A need for Bowling Greens was identified in a Village Survey, carried out some time ago, and was a response to the question what villagers wanted more of in the questionnaire. In the Euxton WEB newsletter feedback to the survey on this item said: 

“Bowling Greens; It was a loss to the village when the greens near the former ROF site went.  The Parish Council has no plans to supply greens as it has no land presently to place them on but, Euxton Cricket Club is planning to build two greens, which the Parish Council may assist them with. Now that the new cricket pavilion is built, they will be looking towards planning for the bowling greens.”

The project of the Bowling Green was discussed again with Euxton Cricket Club who informed, at the time, they did not have the resources or time to progress the bowling green project due to the demands of the cricket facilities and raising monies for its development.
Identifying the demand in the village

Project progression in 2010

Communications

Euxton residents have been communicated with over this project since September 2008 and articles have appeared in six Euxton WEB newsletters, stretching over two years.
Working Group of Residents
Volunteers for the working group have come forward who are interested bowlers and boules players, members of bowling teams, representatives from bowling leagues and boules leagues.  

The group is yet to meet as the Council felt it important to try to raise some funding first so the group had cause to meet, to discuss the progress and plans for the project.  If funds are identified from the s106 planning fund then the Working Group will be formulated and begin to meet to assist the Council and Cricket Club in getting the project right for Bowlers and Boules players.
Funds

Euxton Parish Council has a £30,000 fund towards the project or to match funding supplied by others.

Grant Aid

Euxton Parish Council continued through 2010, working with Euxton Cricket Club to try to find grant fund agencies to apply to.

Euxton Parish Council was unsuccessful with a SEIF bid earlier in 2010.

A bid has been submitted in December 2010 and the result of this may be known in March 2011.

These were the invites sent in the post to the people who registered their interest in the project from the newsletter article in December 2008 also, sent to identified neighbours of the land. 





Euxton Parish Council recognised the response from residents to the appeal made in the December newsletter to have a Bowling Green and the potential of a project in partnership with Euxton Cricket Club and put aside £20,000 in the precept budget. This was put in the newsletter in March 2009, just after the precept was set and the work to get the project started began.





These visuals were available to show interested attendees where the Green would be placed and, to help residents/neighbours attending understand the layout of the new facilities. 





Euxton Parish Council supported the project further by precepting a further £10,000 in the 2010/11 budget. This brought the fund up to £30,000.
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
