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EUXTON WEB

Sponsorship opportunities for local businesses
The Euxton Web is a quarterly newsletter produced by the Parish Council and distributed to all Euxton homes.  It has spaces for local businesses to advertise to subsidise the cost of the printing and distribution.

Quality
The newsletter is printed on quality gloss art paper and moved to full colour in March 2008.  It consists of 4 sides of A4 but some issues are larger with either 6 or 8 sides.
Publication frequency
The newsletter is distributed the first week of: March, June, September and December.  The deadline for inclusion is three weeks prior to the distribution date.
Distribution
Total distribution of the Euxton Web is 5,500.

The Euxton Web is delivered by a distribution company to 3,349 properties in Euxton Solus, which means it is delivered on its own and not with other leaflets or inside a newspaper.

Besides this delivery, the Parish Council posts or has hand delivered the newsletter to properties not yet covered by the distribution company, such as the new properties on Buckshaw Village and the more rural homes. This amounts to a further 2,000+ properties (and growing).  

Copies are also deposited with shops and pubs in the village for people to pick up.
